Who we are…

Founded in 1998, The California Rangeland Trust is a leading force in protecting working ranches and the habitat these lands provide.   The intent of our organization is to work in partnership with landowners who want to preserve the integrity of their ranches and establish a lasting protection for its natural habitat through conservation easements.  As land stewards, these men and women have built a lifestyle that is consistent with images of the individualism of the cowboy and respect for the conservation of open rangeland.  

During its history as a not-for-profit organization, California Rangeland Trust has worked hard to gain the trust of these ranchers.  The confidence the ranchers now place in California Rangeland Trust is based upon a trust that our organization will provide strong resource preservation of ranch land along with the continuation of historic ranching traditions.  As the result, California Rangeland Trust has partnered on land transactions that have set aside over 183,000 acres for permanent rangeland protection. 

Why we exist…

California is losing its rangeland to development at an alarming rate. As each acre of rangeland is converted to non-agricultural use, the economic base for rural communities is lost, as well as the environmental benefits of open space, natural habitat and stewardship of California ranches.  The California Rangeland Trust recognizes that the environmental health of California’s rangelands and the economic health of rural communities are intertwined. The Trust provides and promotes alternative ways to safeguard the long-term viability and stewardship of rangeland agriculture and the conservation values those lands provide.

Over the past two years, the Trust has made significant strides in conservation with an addition of over 100,000 acres to our portfolio of permanent rangeland.  The ranches were in the Plumas, Sierra, Kern, Alameda, Yolo, Madera, Merced, San Luis Obispo, Stanislaus, Calaveras and Santa Barbara counties, all successful projects, still family owned and managed ranch land.  Even with a limitation of public dollars to fund conservation easements, we expect to close several additional ranch projects before the end of the 2007 fiscal year.  By completing work on these historic ranches, we are thrilled to set aside a significant amount of beautiful rangeland for conservation purposes and form an ongoing partnership with the owners for continued private stewardship of the land. 

What we need…

 Our top priorities include securing the resources to initiate more easement projects, complete the transaction of the property and establish compliance monitoring protocols that will stand the test of time.  Each project requires an incredible amount of due diligence and focus by a dedicated team to manage the complex negotiations involved in the transfer. As you can imagine, these efforts need a substantial amount of financial support from many funding sources, especially private donations.

Our goal is to increase our capacity in order to continue to provide a leadership role in conserving open rangeland through conservation easements, along with the cultural, historical and ecological values that our ranching families work to preserve for generations.

The Trust works hand in hand with the local economy to sustain ranching as a viable business in California.  Conservation easements not only help protect the critical mass of the cattle and ranching industry, but they act as powerful incentives for the survival of agricultural businesses and suppliers such as local feed stores, beef processors and retailers, agricultural lenders and other related businesses to continue to operate which is critical for the rural and statewide economy.
